To mark the opening of the Terraces, an oratorio and a
symphony have been composed, respectively, by Norwegian
composer Lasse Thoresen and Tajik composer Tolib Shahidi.
The Israel Northern Symphony, Haifa, under the direction of
Stanley Sperber, will accompany acclaimed instrumental and
vocal soloists from Canada, Austria, and the United States,
backed by the Transylvania State Choir from Cluj, Romania.
The original orchestral works will climax with the spectacular
inaugural lighting of the Terraces, building light upon light like

strings of pearls draped around the illumined Shrine.

The evening's events will be available to television stations
around the world via a satellite feed.
