In association with Cultural Survival and with support and assistance from the Prince’s
Trust, the M Corporation, Worcester College of Technology and Spires Records the project
has taken off and is gaining momentum as a uniting force for music and people, and
appears to be a successful way of introducing people to the Faith, as a universal language
and a world embracing entity.
