"rom information sent forth from
the National Office for Emergency
‘Management, its functions and ad-
ministration, your columnist has
made an outline and presexts it here
for your perusal and study, for only
by becoming intelligently informed
as the set-up of the Defense Pro-
gram, can one intelligently act. I
other information is desired, the
government will furnish it on re-
qQuest.

Development Of Agencies

The United States has for the past
ten months moved steadily toward
becoming the “arsenal of democ-

racs.” On May 26, 1040, under au-
thority of a statute passed by
gress August 29, 1916, President

sevelt appointed the Advisory
Commission to the Council of Na-
tional Defense. The 1916 statute
had directed the President to ap-
point the Council of National De-
fense composed of the Sccretaries
of War, Navy, Interior, Agricultare,
Commerce and Labor.

The Council in turn was directed
to nominate, and the President to
appoint, “an Advisory Commission
consisting of no more than seven
persons, each of whom shall have
special knowledge of some indus-
1ry, public utility or the develop-
ment of some natural resource, or be
otherwise specifically qualified, in
the opinion of the Council, for the
performance of the duties herew:
provided.”

Seven Members Appointed

The seven members of the Ad-
visory Commission and their func-
tions were as follows: Ralph Budd.
transportation; Chester Davis, agri-
culture; Harriet Elliott, consumer
proiection; Leon Henderson. price
lization; Sidney Hiliman, labor;
William S, Knudsen. industeial pro-
ductions; and Edward R. Stettinius,
Jz, industrial materials.

Collateral Divisions Added

In addition to these seven divi-
sions of the Commission, the Presi-
dant set up collateral divisions, need
for which was evidenced in 1940 as
it had not been when the original
1916 statute was These
added divisions and their chief offi-
cials were and are: Frank - Bane,
state and local cooperation; Robert
W. Horton. information; Stacy May
Tesearch and statistics; Donald M.
Nelson, coordinator of purches; and
Charles ¥. Palmer, coordinator of
housing. The Commission's task.
1n brief, was to translate the nation-
al defense program from appropria-
tions and blueprints into action—
into planes and guns, tanks and
shells and cantonments.

Coordinators Appolnted

By order of the Council of Na-
tional Defense, approved by the
President August 16. 1940, the office
of coordinator of commercial .and
cultural relations between the
American Republics, was establish-
ed with Nelson A. Rockefeller as
coordinator. On December 3. 1940
the President issued an executive
order transferring certain functions
that had rested with the division of
Consumer Protection to the Federal
Security Administrato

These functions included respon
sibility for coordination of those
activities in the fields of health,
welfare, recreation and nutrition
which are of vital importance to a
nation mobilizing its forces for de-
fense. By onder of the Council of
ational Defense, with the approval
of the President, Paul V. McNutt,
Federal Security Administrator, be-

Lesser Divisions
The subdivisions of all of these
major divisions are too numerous to
be mentioned hefe nor have we
space sufficient to mention the hun-
dreds of names tirat are released as
appointees. We are glad to ra-
mark, however, that among them
there is a sprinkling of women, who
are experts in their line. The slo-
gan of the hour seems to be “What
Can You Do?" As the need for ex-
pert Service grows, it would be well
that Race women qualify for some
of these skilled and professional po~
sitions.

BROOKLYN, N. Y.—An apex in
the career of the young Brooklyn
artist, Marie Hart Migkins, will be
achieved when she steps out on the
platform of the Town Hall Thurs-
day evening, May 22, to offer to
Manhattan music lovers a difficult
organ recital which will feature the
works of the old masters like Bach.

Under .the sponsorship of the
David I, Martin Branch of the Na-
tional Association of Negro Musi-
cians, Inc., this presentation will be
unique in that it will mark the first
appearance of a Race organist in
full recital before a Town Hall
audience.
